 MAGNIFICAT HIGH SCHOOL ANNOUNCES NEW LEADERSHIP MODEL
FOR 2010-2011 SCHOOL YEAR

Roles of two Deans will be augmented to allow mutual, comprehensive leadership for the school.

(ROCKY RIVER, OH) Magnificat High School and its Board of Directors announce a new leadership structure beginning with the 2010-2011 school year. Sister Carol Anne Smith, H.M. President/Principal of Magnificat High School, has appointed Ms. Marilyn Arundel ’76 as Dean of Faculty and Academics, and Mrs. Moira Clark ‘77 as Dean of Student Life and Formation. This augmentation of their current roles of Academic Dean and Dean of Students, respectively, places them in positions of mutual, comprehensive responsibility for the day-to-day aspects of the school, its students, faculty and programs. As President, Sister Carol Anne will have overall responsibility for the school community, its mission, overall strategic direction, board and constituent relationships and advancement. 

This forward-looking leadership model enables administrators to focus more fully on their respective areas of competence while sharing management responsibility for the overall life and growth of the school. “The Sisters of the Humility of Mary, Magnificat High School’s sponsoring religious community, have historically promoted collaborative models of leadership, as reflected in this new administration structure,” said Sister Carol Anne, H.M., President of Magnificat High School.


“Having known Marilyn and Moira from their student days at Magnificat, through their service as expert administrators here, I have the fullest confidence in their dedication to Magnificat High School’s mission, their love for our students and faculty and their enthusiasm for leading Magnificat to further greatness as a superb Catholic college-preparatory school for young women,” added Sister Carol Anne.
Ms. Arundel has taught math and physics at Magnificat for the past 29 years, and she is an alumna of the Class of 1976. She holds a Master’s Degree in Curriculum with a specialty in Educational Technology, and is completing work for a Master’s in Educational Administration. She served in a significant leadership role through the school’s recent three-year curriculum transformation process. She was appointed Academic Dean in April of 2009, working closely with department chairs, student information services, counselors and teachers, and will continue to be responsible for compliance with the College Board and North Central and Ohio Catholic School Accreditation Associations. Her new role as Dean of Faculty and Academics will intensify her focus on faculty development and coordination of innovative curricular programs, based on the guiding principles that drive Magnificat High School’s curriculum.
“In my expanded role as Dean of Faculty and Academics, I will promote and guide the advancement of some exciting 21st century initiatives, relying on the expertise and support of the entire Magnificat faculty. I am deeply committed to Magnificat High School’s mission, academic excellence and ongoing curricular advancements that encourage relevance, global-awareness and women’s ways of knowing,” said Ms. Arundel.
Mrs. Clark has taught at Magnificat High School since 1993. She is a member of the Class of 1977. She holds a Bachelor’s in Theology and a Master’s in Religious Studies. She taught in the Theology Department, while spearheading the development of the school’s Campus Ministry Department and its programs. She was appointed Director of Campus Ministry in 2004, and was promoted to Dean of Students at the start of this school year, 2009-2010. Mrs. Clark has also served on the Magnificat High School Leadership Team for the past three years. As the Dean of Student Life and Formation, she will continue to be responsible for student activities and well-being, while assuming oversight of athletics, campus ministry and guidance and counseling.

“Throughout its history, Magnificat High School has been dedicated to holistic education and development of all of its students. As the Dean of Student Life and Formation, I will focus my efforts on the integration of the 

many different learning opportunities that take place both in and beyond the classroom, all of which empower students to learns, lead, and serve in the spirit of Mary’s Magnificat,” said Mrs. Clark.

These appointments will become effective July 1, 2010.

Magnificat High School, a girls’ Catholic, college-preparatory high school, founded, sponsored and directed by the Sisters of the Humility of Mary, calls young women to live Mary’s Magnificat in the world. Magnificat opened its doors in 1955 with a freshman class of 63 students. Today, Magnificat is the largest all-girl Catholic high school in Ohio, with 800 students seeking to maximize their potential in a faith-filled environment. One hundred percent of the school’s 2009 graduates immediately attended a four-year university or college, and scholarships in excess of $18 million were already offered to over 75% of the Class of 2010.
